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4.5 PUBLIC WORKSHOPS AND ADVISORY COMMITTEE MEETINGS     

Meetings were held with the Technical and Public Advisory Committees for the purpose of holding 
robust and intensive working sessions which offered brainstorming and immediate feedback on the 
potential alternatives under consideration.  The findings of these meetings were presented to the 
Airport Board, for their subsequent consideration, input and approval.  At key stages of the 
alternatives analysis, public informational workshops were held for the general public to comment 
on the master plan finding, including the various alternatives under consideration.  The information 
from these meetings was recorded for consideration as part of the alternatives, and for future 
environmental purposes.

4.6 ENVIRONMENTAL COORDINATION     

Environmental factors influencing the airport vicinity were identified in the Inventory, with this 
information used to identify possible impacts with the proposed project alternatives.  This 
environmental effort and public outreach was conducted in a manner to comply with the National 
Environmental Policy Act (NEPA), as it is anticipated that an Environmental Assessment (EA) will 
be required for most projects to be implemented within the next five years.
