APPROVAL OF MINUTES:  There were no minutes to approve from the August meeting due to the lack of a quorum at the meeting.  The notes taken at the August meeting will kept for informational purposes only.  Bill Carner made the motion to approve the July 8, 2009 minutes, Matt Jenne seconded the motion and the July minutes were approved. 

OLD BUSINESS:  

Airport Master Plan Update Approval – The final Master Plan Update documentation was not ready for final review and approval so Randy Eckley made the motion to move the Airport Master Plan Update approval to the October meeting.   Bill Carner seconded the motion and the motion passed.  All the Master Plan Update documentation, including copies of the Airport Layout Plan drawings, will be sent to the Board for review prior to the October meeting.
NEW BUSINESS:  

Draft Lobby Seating Plan - Carl Bentlage, Smart Business Products presented plans regarding new seating for the terminal.  Smart Business Products currently has a contract with the City of Columbia.  Carl had a sample chair available and a Power Point presentation showing the proposed seating layout.  The Board asked Carl to put together an Option B that would show how much additional seating could be made available in the lobby area if the rental car counters were moved to the south end.  
Bill Carner made the motion recommending we proceed with the seating plan that had been presented as Phase I, Don Miles seconded the motion and the motion was passed.  Phase 2, or Option B, will be discussed at a later date when more funding becomes available.  Annie Sobel made the motion that the style of chair used would be the Gateway chair, Bill Carner seconded the motion and the motion passed.  Carl Bentlage will be sending color options and a chair color will be picked at a later date.  
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REPORTS:

Jefferson City - Ron Craft reported that a traveler commented they wished there was air service to Kansas City versus all flights going through Memphis.

Ashland - Randy Eckley reported that a customer had stated to him they had used the airline service out of Columbia and loved it.  They also had said it was good service and the price was good.

Airport Manager - The airline enplanement numbers are staying steady.  The average load factor since start of service in August 2008 is above 70%.

Effective September 27, 2009, the local Mesaba airline employees will become employees of Regional Elite Airline Services, a newly formed wholly owned subsidiary of Delta.  No operational change is expected with this organizational change. 

A report has been sent to Council regarding adding a member of CORE to the Airport Advisory Board.

On September 24, 2009, the Safety Office’s annual live fire drill training will take place.  Marc Tonnacliff from the FAA Office of Airport Safety & Standards in Washington, DC will be here to observe.

John Della Jacono, Federal Security Director for Kansas City International Airport, Columbia Regional, Springfield-Branson National, Forney Army Airfield, and Joplin Regional, will be attending the October Airport Advisory Board meeting.

GENERAL COMMENTS BY AIRPORT ADVISORY BOARD

Annie Sobel stated that she was going to be traveling to the Springfield Airport to attend a meeting with the National Guard.  The Guard wants to set up a training facility there.  Annie stated that this is a good way to bring in more revenue to an airport facility. 
Ron Craft reported there will be a Young Eagles Fly In September 26, 2009 at the Jefferson City Airport.
